Where there is a different definition in the 2014 PPS In this
regard, the implication on the current Town OP would be to update its definitions to be
consistent with the 2014 PPS definition.

In this case, the term is not
repeated below but may be included in Appendix A (Natural Heritage System) or
Appendix B (Agriculture).
